The result of these
questions was a complete transformation in his life, leading to the
origin of a religious order called the Society ot Jesus. The Jesuits have
been working in various parts of the world empowering the socially
victimized people and educating the illiterate and liberating the
victims of injustice. The Jesuits have been working in Vijayapura
District since 1991, with special emphasis on service to the
disadvantaged groups in society.

The ideal which is set before every student is that of the perfect
person full of human qualities. The students are inspired to devote
their whole life to humanity, in solidarity with the underprivileged.
Toward this end, great care 1s taken to impart a sound moral training to

Regular PT classes are conducted as part of ordinary schedule. In
order to equip students for various co-curricular activities, a lot of
training 1s given for Yoga, dancing, singing, painting, dramatics and
public speaking. A well-stocked library 1s open to the students on all
class days. Ttis also equipped with periodicals and magazines.

The students of the school is divided into four houses: Satya,
Shanthi, Preethi and Spoorthi. The houses participate in various
competitions such as studies, dance and music, games and sports ete.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTIVES

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DISCIPLINARY REGULATIONS

I. The working day 1s divided mnto two sessions. The morning
session commences with the School Assembly at 9.15 a.m. and
ends at 12:20 p.m. The afternoon session is from 1.00 p.m. to 4.15
p.m.

2. The school children should be in the campus by 9.00 a.m. on class
days. Those who come before time, must go to their respective
class rooms for study.

. At the bell before the morning session, all the students must gather
in quadrangle of the School for the Assembly.

4. When the Teacher enters the class room, the students must rise and
remain standing in silence till they are advised to sit.

5. No student is allowed to leave the classroom without the
permission of the Teacher or until the class is dismissed. No
student is allowed to leave the school premises during school
hours including short break, without the permission of the
Headmistress or her Deputy.

6. Punctual and regular attendance is insisted upon. Leave of
absence from School for weddings, functions, etc. must be
applied for previously and permission obtained.

7. When a student has been absent from School or arrives late for any
session, he/she must produce the calendar with a leave note signed
and entered in the Leave Record by his/her parent or guardian,
This must be countersigned by the Headmistress or her Deputy,
without which the student will not be allowed into the classroom.

8. Special notice shall be taken of absence without leave from
School, at examinations and at the reopening of class, after
holidays. Tn case of illness, a medical certificate has to be obtained
and presented.

9. Irregular attendance, disobedience to the Teacher, habitual
inattention to School work, obscenity in word or act- are sufficient
reasons for permanent or temporary dismissal of a student. Other
offences such as habitually coming late to class, damaging School
property etc. are punishable according to the nature of the offence.

10. Ordinarily, the School does not hold itself responsible for the
student’s conduct outside its premises. However, the School takes
cognizance of any serious misconduct of its students, noticed
outside its precincts and should any serious charge be
substantiated, an appropriate action shall be taken.

11.The School calendar must be brought to School every day.
Specimen signature of the parent (or guardian) has to be shown by
every student on the page indicated in the calendar.

12. Students attending class or any other function in the School, are
expected to be neatly dressed in schooluniform.

13.Books and other articles, should have a name or mark by which the
owner can be easily known, and all stray or unclaimed property
should be brought to the Office of the Headmistress. The School
does not hold itselt responsible for the loss or damage of such
property.

14.Books, periodicals or papers of any objectionable character,
should not be brought to the School.

15. Without the Headmistress’ permission, students must not join any
clubs or associations or make any engagement that would
interfere with their studies.

16.All correspondence should be addressed to the Headmistress,
Loyola School, CBSE and should enclose reply postage.

17.No mobiles phones should be brought to the school. If any mobile
1s found with the students it will be confiscated and notreturned.

TO PARENTS AND GUARDIANS

1. Parents and Guardians are expected to co-operate with the School
authorities by enforcing discipline and regularity at home. In order
that lesson may be duly prepared, students should devote tume to
private study. On holidays, more time should be devoted to study at
home. If parents do not insist on regular attendance and home study,
the results are sure to be disappointing to them.

2. Parents and Guardians are recommended to personally visit the
Headmistress’ Office at least once in each term on second Saturday
from 10 am. to 12.30 p.m. to ascertain from the school authorities
what has been the conduct and progress of the student under their
charge. Parents are required to contact the teachers during class-wise
Parents’ meeting indicated in the calendar, to ascertain the progress
and conduct of the student and in case of need, make special
appointments at other times.

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3. Parents are Not Permitted to enter the classrooms or meet the staff
during the school hours. However, the parents can meet the
respective class teachers every Second Saturday of the month
between 10.00amto 12.15 pm.

4. Parents must see the Progress Records of their children and help them
to rectify their defects as regards study and conduct.

Private tuitions are discouraged before or after the school hours.

Birthday parties in the form of cake cutting, expensive gifts and
return gifts to classmates/teachers in the school, are not permitted.

7. Parents, staft and students are prohibited from speaking to the media
with regard to school affairs.

8. Parents and Guardians are the members of the Parent-Teacher
Association of the School which aims at fostering closer relationship,
mutual understanding and co-operation between home and school.
They are encouraged to attend Parent-Teacher meetings, Sports Day,
School Day and other functions in the School. When special meeting
of the parents/ guardians 1s arranged they are expected to attend this
meeting without fail. In case they fail to attend the meeting without
prior notice, the management will take a serious note of it and if this
repeats itself the student will be senthome,

9. Tests and examinations are compulsory. If due to illness one cannot

attend, 1t must be reported to the Headmistress immediately and a
medical certificate needs to be provided.

10. With the willing co-operation of Parents and Guardians, the School
authorities hope to mould the child into a healthy and wholesome
human person and a proud citizen of Mother India.
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Fee Regulations \

I. There is a provision to pay the school fee and Van fee in two
installments. The fee challan is available at the school office. The last
date for the fee payment for the first installment is June 30 and for the
second installment, it is November 15 of the academic year.

2. Ifthe fees are not paid betore due date, the student will not be allowed
to appear for the examination.

3. Fees of the students leaving the school during the academic year will
